1st grade: 1st graders are studying Veterans and Veteranôs 
Day, elections and leaders, Native Americans, and Thanksgiv-
ing. 

2nd grade: Winter has arrived! We are halfway through the 2nd 9 

weeks of school and working hard.  In Math we have been learn-

ing about fractions (parts of a whole), halving and doubling num-

bers. The Math Checkpoint #2 will be given in December.  We 

have been studying maps and continents in Social Studies and 

will ñtravel around the worldò to  learn about holiday  traditions.   

During the holidays, practice addition and subtraction facts, telling 

time, halving and  doubling numbers.  It is important that your 

child reads every day over the holidays, to keep their fluency up.  

Read with your child and ask questions about the story.  Discuss 

characters, the setting, problem and solution in the story.   

3rd grade:  We had a very successful musical presentation of 
ñThe First Thanksgivingò. A very special óThank Youô to all the 
volunteers in all the different areas, we could not have done it 
without you! We also want to thank the parents for all their 
patience during the preparation and for the turnout during the 
performances. And a big thanks to all our students for partici-
pating, we are very proud of them! In December we are look-
ing forward to learning about all the different Winter traditions 
around the world! 

4th Grade: We are busy in fourth grade!  In math, the students 
have just finished their first unit in Geometry and are entering into 
advanced multiplication.  The students will learn how to multiply 
two digit numbers by two digit numbers.  Upcoming events: Math 
Benchmark 2 December 15. In science, the students are finishing 
up learning about ecosystems.  Check out some of dioramas of 
Coral Reefs or Tropical Rain forests on display in the library.  In 
writing lab, the students are learning the writing process and how 
to "fluff" up their sentences. The students have written their first 
composition about a special place to them.
